Summaries:

1. Manx Shearwater (Puffimus piffinus) found in northernmost Sweden.
On July 30, 1957, one dead individual was found floating in Lake Tometrisk in Lapp-
land. The bird was brought to the biological station at Abisko, whers it was examinead.

It showed no signs of having met & violent death. This was the fourth Swedish record
of the species.

2. Winged Bean Goose { Anser fabalis) attacking White-Talled Eagle {Haliae-
ctus albicilla). On December 1, 1857, a winged bean goose, standing on the ice of
Krankesjin, a bird lake in Central Seania, was attacked by four white.tailed eagles,
The goose, however, defended itself with bill and wings, two of the sagles soon gave "i"
up and flew away, while the other two remained waiting on the ice. The goose now
suddenly made repeated attacks on one of the eagles, which moved away. The observer
did not see the eond of the drama, but it is probable that the goose finally succumbed.

3. Jays (Farrelus glandarius) on return migration in the spring of 1956, As
could be seen from an article on the ringing activity at Falsterbo 1954 to 1956,
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
